During this seminar, we will explore these two questions in more details: 

What is task-based learning (TBL) and why is it useful in language teaching? 

Why should we use the Internet in language teaching and specifically for TBL? 

1. Rather than focusing on a specific grammar point (for example), TBL activities encourage students to use the language to solve a specific task. The more TBL activities mirror tasks from real life, the more meaningful they will be to the student. We will provide a definition of task-based learning (TBL) and look at a few typical classroom activities to decide whether they qualify as task-based. Sample tasks will help us decide whether an activity is task-based or not.  
2. The Internet, essentially an enormous body of English language content, contains a wealth of information that can be used for TBL activities. We will view and evaluate selected sites, including newspaper websites, company websites and language-learning sites that are suitable for TBL. Various websites with useful content for TBL will be presented. We will practice turning simple web-based information into task-based activities. 

At the end of the presentation, participants will have an opportunity to ask questions. This is a participatory, hands-on presentation and teachers will be able to walk away with practical activities for their own lessons and they will also receive a list of useful websites and other reference materials.
