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Definitions of the Thai Education System

The National Education Act B.E. 2542 (revised B.E. 2545) and the Compulsory Education Act B.E. 2545
state that there are three types of education: formal, non-formal, and informal.

1. Formal education is a system of learning that establishes clear aims, curricula, study methods,
study periods, and processes of assessment and evaluation, which constitute the requirements for graduation.

2. Non-formal education is a system of learning characterized by flexibility in setting objectives, curricula,
study methods, study periods, and processes of assessment and evaluation, which serve as important requirements
for graduation. The content and curriculum should be appropriate and responsive to the needs of different groups
of learners.

3. Informal education is a system of learning that allows learners to study independently according to their
interests, abilities, readiness, and opportunities, by learning from people, experiences, society, the environment,

the media, or other sources of knowledge.

Formal education is divided into two levels: basic education and higher education.
1. Basic Education Basic education is divided into three levels: Pre-elementary, elementary,
and secondary education.

1.1 Pre-elementary Education is normally provided for children aged three to six years to lay
the foundation for life and prepare them physically, mentally, intellectually, emotionally, and socially, as well as
to develop personality and the ability to live harmoniously in society.

1.2 Elementary Education is compulsory and aims to provide a foundation for students to develop
desirable characteristics in terms of morality, ethics, knowledge, and basic skills. It normally requires six years
of study.

1.3 Secondary Education is divided into two levels: lower and upper secondary education.

(a) Lower Secondary Education is compulsory and aims to help students develop desirable
characteristics in various areas after elementary school. It enables them to recognize their own needs, interests,
and aptitudes—both academic and vocational—while preparing them to engage in work and careers appropriate
for their age. It normally requires three years of study.

(b) Upper Secondary Education aims to encourage students to pursue learning according to their
aptitudes and interests. It provides a foundation for further study or future careers, while also fostering morality,

ethics, and essential social skills. It normally requires three years of study.
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Upper Secondary Education is divided into two types: general education and vocational education
1. General Education aims to develop students according to their aptitudes, potential, interests,
and special abilities. It provides a foundation for further studies at the higher education level.
2. Vocational Education aims to develop students’ occupational knowledge and skills, enabling them
to become a skilled workforce or to pursue further studies at a higher vocational level.
2. Higher Education is divided into two levels: Diploma level and Degree level.
2.1 Diploma Level aims to encourage students to develop knowledge and professional skills
at the intermediate level, including the ability to start their own businesses.
2.2 Degree Level consists of two levels: undergraduate and graduate levels.

(a) Undergraduate Education aims to encourage students to develop their knowledge and
competence in various fields of study at an advanced level, especially in applying theory to practice. It emphasizes
both academic and professional development, creativity, and the dissemination of knowledge to initiate practical
operations. Furthermore, it promotes awareness of national development initiatives in the areas of economy, society,
politics, culture, and environment, as well as the country’s role in the global community.

(b) Graduate Education aims to encourage students to further develop their knowledge and skills
in specialized academic fields, enabling them to become more proficient. It seeks to create progress and
excellence in academics, particularly in study, research, and the advancement of knowledge and technology
in science, humanities, and social sciences. It also emphasizes the application of international knowledge and
Thai local wisdom to support economic and social development appropriate to the conditions of Thai society.

Education according to the school system may be organized into various types of education,
depending on the needs of the community and the country. These include teacher education, vocational education,
special vocational education, vocational education for specific groups, special education, welfare education,

and other types of purposive education.
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These various types of education are not only according to the characteristics or needs
of target groups but also to ensure the balanced development of individuals in terms of morality, knowledge,
abilities, and skills.

1. Teacher education aims to train and develop prospective teachers as well as practicing
teachers to possess morality, knowledge, abilities, and skills in teaching and motivating learners to learn. It also
seeks to instill mindfulness in being a teacher with the spirit and responsibility of the profession, and to serve as
role models for learners in both behavior and way of life, as well as in preserving the national language and
culture. Teacher education further encourages a desire for knowledge, continuous self-improvement, and regular
development of teaching, as well as participation in community development, restoration, conservation, and
enhancement of the environment and culture at both local and national levels.

2. Vocational education aims to enable learners to develop vocational knowledge and skills
for working both as entrepreneurs and as employees, and to earn a decent living. Vocational education can be
provided in both formal and non-formal school systems. In the formal school system, vocational education focuses
on developing occupational knowledge and skills appropriate to each level of education, from elementary
to higher levels. In the non-formal school system, vocational education is offered as short-course training in specific
occupations for those who need to enhance their knowledge and skills.

3. Special vocational education aims to enable learners to train and develop specific
vocational skills and expertise that require a long period of training from childhood, such as in dance, music, and sports.
It may be provided in special institutes created for specific purposes or incorporated into the general curriculum.

4. Vocational education for specific groups aims to enhance learners’ vocational knowledge
and skills according to the needs of certain agencies or the characteristics and requirements of specific groups,
but it may not be provided in general educational institutions. It must be organized in accordance with the State’s
national policy directives.

5. Special education aims to enable learners with physical, mental, intellectual, or emotional
disabilities to learn appropriately according to their conditions and capabilities. Special education can be provided
in special institutes or in general educational institutions, from pre-elementary to higher education.

6. Welfare education aims to provide education for those who need special assistance from
the government to promote equal access to education for individuals who cannot access general education.
This type of education can be offered in either special or general educational institutions.

7. Other types of education or purposive education aim to enhance learners’ knowledge
and skills related to specific purposes or the needs of certain agencies, such as courses in nursing, transportation,

telecommunications, the military, and police academies.
